Station redevelopment: Creating a new, 
modern station building with significantly 
improved passenger facilities, better 
accessibility and a seamless mobility hub for 
buses, taxis and cycling.

The Station Quarter: Redesigning the land 
immediately surrounding the station (currently 
largely surface car parking) into a high-
density, mixed-use district featuring offices, 
housing and retail.

Connectivity and public realm: Breaking down 
the barriers created by the railway tracks and 
busy roads. This includes new green bridges/
links to Hatchet Road and Hunts Ground Road, 
making the station reachable by foot or bike 
from local communities like Stoke Gifford and 
Bradley Stoke.

Climate and nature response: Integrating 
blue and green infrastructure to address 
the climate emergency and improve the 
biodiversity of the West Innovation Arc.
